Projects

It is hoped the summer months will provide an

opportunity for those members who wish to take

part in a number of activities. One of the Society's

aims is to record our past and we can do this in a

number of ways. The following are proposed as

first projects (contact Andrew Ashbee if you would

like to help with any of these):

1) Recording the memorials in the cemetery.

Clearly this is a large task, best undertaken by a

group rather than an individual. We would need

to plan the work to avoid duplication.

2) Recording the memorials in the churchyard

at Christ Church. A start has been made, but

again this is a major job, easier now that the

ground is cleared.

Memorials often contain information not given

in the registers or elsewhere. Weathering and time

are great destroyers and the longer these tasks are

left the more difficult it becomes to read the

inscriptions. We could publish the findings in the

Society's series of pamphlets.

3) In view of the likely construction of the new

cement works and infrastructure, it would seem a

good idea to record as best we can the history and

present form of the landscape expected to be

affected. Of course any archaeological investiga

tions will be undertaken by professional units and

will not involve amateurs like ourselves. Rather we

should be concerned with presenting to future

generations how the area looks now and how it

has developed through history. A video would

seem the best way to do this, but the 'script'
